By performing their assigned duties proficiently, the Production Technician 1 allows the manufacturing process to produce sufficient numbers to meet client demand.  The Production technician 1 quality control responsibilities also ensure that goods sold meet or exceed expectations to ensure customer satisfaction.  The Production Technician 1 properly maintains and cleans equipment, helping to extend the life of the machinery.  The Production Technician 1 will also wash drums and perform routine plant clean up duties. 


Responsibilities:
· Must be able to handle chemicals and materials that may be hazardous while properly using and maintaining personal protective equipment (PPE).
· Be able to use a forklift to move raw materials, work in progress, or finished goods from one inventory location to another.
· Prepare for and package products according to batch tickets. 
· Properly use time management skills to produce the number of batches or products required. 
· Can problem solve and troubleshoot quickly and effectively.
· Be able to label color coded chemical products properly. 
· Utilize proper quality control, quality assurance procedures, and attention to detail to spot flaws in products, manufacturing processes, or problems with equipment.
· Understand and utilize proper First in, First Out (FIFO) rotational inventory procedures.
· Properly manage chemical rinses and chemical wastes in accordance with quality procedures. 
· Wash and pressure test empty returned drums so they can be recycled. 
· Perform general ground maintenance and on-site yard work.
· Perform general manufacturing floor housekeeping and upkeep.

Requirements:
· Able to pay strict attention to detail and strictly follow instructions.
· Able to distinguish color and odor.
· Able to routinely lift heavy objects (50-60 lbs.).
· Able to wear a respirator on a routine basis.
· Able to communicate effectively.
· Able to work in a noisy environment with large temperature variations.
· Must possess a valid Washington State driver’s license.
· Able to drive and be certified as a forklift driver.
